[bookmark: Text1]On behalf of the University of Texas Health Science Center (UTHSCSA), University Health System (UHS), and the South Texas Veterans Health Care System (STVHCS), congratulations on your match into the Residency Training Program program.   We look forward to having you begin your training with us.  

[bookmark: Text4]As required by the NRMP’s Terms and Conditions of the Match Participation Agreement Among Applicants (Section 5.0), please sign, date, and return a copy of the last page of this letter indicating your commitment to train at The University of Texas Health Science Center at San Antonio.  This letter needs to be returned to the program no later than Date Due.

There are several important items we would like to call to your attention:

1.	Resident permit - The Physician-in-Training Resident Permit application for the Texas Medical Board (TMB) is available online. The link is located on the Texas Online page http://www.texas.gov/ and on the TMB web page http://www.tmb.state.tx.us. The TMB will accept online applications only (please do not complete a paper version of the application).  Your program coordinator will provide you with the TMB Personal ID # for the online application process.  Although there is not a save feature for the online application, you can print each screen as you answer the questions.  The deadline to apply is April 1, 2011. At least 120 days are needed for the TMB to process your application.  You must have at least a temporary permit by July 1, 2011.

2.	BCLS - All programs require BCLS. Your program may require additional certifications as well (ACLS, ATLS, PALS, etc.) - requirements are different for each residency.  We will need a copy of the front and back of your card no later than July 1, 2011. 

	BLS is scheduled for Monday, June 20 from 8:00 a.m. to 12 noon or 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at University Hospital in the 5th floor Learning Resources classroom off the “D” elevator.  The ACLS course is scheduled on June 23 & 24 from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at University Hospital in the 5th floor Learning Resources classroom.  The Healthcare Provider Textbook ($28.50; card is $3) is required to be reviewed before class.  All participants must be registered to attend.  Please contact your program coordinator to register you for the BCLS and/or ACLS classes.

3.	Orientation - Orientation for the UTHSCSA Graduate Medical Education office will be on Tuesday, June 21, 2011, from 7:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. (noon) in the Long Campus Parman Auditorium and Parman Auditorium Foyer. This orientation agenda includes several training lectures.  Attendance is mandatory.  After completion of orientation you will be directed to UT Police to obtain a UTHSCSA ID badge (there is a refundable $10 fee).  This badge is required.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]	The University Health System (UHS) and South Texas Veteran’s Health Care System (STVHCS) orientation will be held on Wednesday, June 22, 2011, in the Foundation Room located on the 3rd floor at University Hospital.  There will be a morning schedule and an afternoon schedule for you to complete the administrative in-processing which includes signing your Graduate Medical Education Agreement.  Your program coordinator will inform you as to when and where to arrive for this orientation.  Please bring your vehicle registration or title and proof of insurance to receive a parking hang tag and gate access card.  You must also bring a document from List A or a document from List B and C for the I-9 Employment Eligibility document.  If direct deposit is desired, you must provide a voided check from your financial institution. 

	The hospitals will not in-process you on Wednesday unless you attend the training lectures on Tuesday.

4.	Health screening - All residents, whether funded or non-funded, must complete the University Health System's health screening. The University Health System Employee Health Clinic (3rd floor) is open Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. There are several methods to complete your health screening:

	(1)	Prior to June 1, 2011, an appointment can be made by calling (210) 358-2277.
	(2)	From June 1-30, 2011, no appointment is necessary; however, you will be seen on a first come, first serve basis. You may still make an appointment during these dates in order to avoid a wait.
	(3)	On Tuesdays and Thursdays during these two weeks (June 14, 16, 21, and 23, 2011), the clinic will be closed to patients and will assist incoming residents only.  
	(4)	After June 30, 2011, an appointment can be made by calling (210) 358-2277.

	When you arrive for your health screening, you must bring the following documents:
 	
	(1)	Immunization Records (include childhood immunization) showing the following:
		(a)	Tetanus/diphtheria or TDAP immunization within the past 10 years.
		(b) 	Two doses of the MMR vaccine or proof of immunity to measles (rubeola) and rubella.
		(c)	Completion of the Hepatitis B series and a Hepatitis B titer done after completion of the series.
		(d)	Two doses of the Varicella immunization, or titer showing immunity, or verbalization of having chicken pox as a child.
		(e)	PPD screening within the last 3 months prior to start date.  
			(i)	If a history of a positive PPD exists, please bring a copy of the chest x-ray report completed after the positive PPD test.
			(ii)	If you will be receiving a PPD at the clinic, the PPD must be placed on any weekday other than Thursdays in order to allow for a reading within 72 hours of placement.  Reading must be done at the University Hospital Employee Health Clinic.
	 
It is imperative you complete the health screening prior to administrative processing.  Failure to complete the required health screening will jeopardize the start of your training on July 1st.

5. 	Paperwork - Please go to our institutional website for Graduate Medical Education (http://www.uthscsa.edu/gme/) and click on the "Incoming Resident" button.  This will provide you with the forms that need to be completed and returned to UHS and STVHCS.  Please be sure to keep a copy of the forms you complete for your own records.  If you are unable to access the internet and process these documents, please call your program coordinator so she/he can print and mail the forms to you.

6. Contact - It is vital we are able to contact you between now and the time you begin your residency training on July 1, 2011.  Please notify your program coordinator of any updates on changes of address, phone numbers, and/or email address in order to maintain this contact.  Once you have your new address and phone number in San Antonio, please insure that this information is forwarded to UHS, STVHCS, and the GME office.  Your program coordinator will be able to assist you with this.
