2. Establishing and maintaining an information security program; 

3. Performing security investigations, analysis and monitoring;

4. Supporting policy and procedure development and recommending technology solutions, while minimizing any negative impact on University missions; and,
5. Maintaining a compilation of information protection resources in support of information security awareness, education, and training.
